A Spring- egg hatch, young aphids move to
developing leaves

A Aphids feed by sucking sap from leaves

A All females at this time, all wingless as adults
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Woolly elm aphid 0 on elm

A At maturity, each gives birth to as many as 200
young aphids, also all females

A Infested leaves curl, sheltering aphids from

the weather and predators
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
